	· Importance of showing gratitude

· You cannot truly appreciate Allah if you do not thank people.
· Thanking people is a very important character

· Remember that giving advice and correcting the wrong are parts of respect

· Be responsible for your time and money

	The best friend in the estimation of Allah is he who is the best to his companions, and the best neighbor in the estimation of Allah is one who behaves best towards his neighbors.
~Tirmidhī ~

	· Do not gossip or backbite

· Gossip and backbite create problems between people
· Gossip and backbite will delete your good deeds

	· It’s important to seek Allah’s help for good deeds.
