Developmental Proficiency for Arabic Language Education
Preschool, Pre-Kindergarten & Kindergarten levels
The Pre-Elementary level program, Hayaa Natakalamu Maan, used in these levels is based on techniques and methods of Teaching Arabic as a Foreign Language (TAFL).

The program is totally based on a communicative approach which is the best way to teach a foreign language.

At this level students will develop their oral skills (Listening and speaking).

The program uses age appropriate content and material. It incorporates story telling methods which is the most interesting method for young students, with puppets and different materials to attract student’s attention and to develop their interest in learning the Arabic language.

The Standards for the Pre-School level:

This is the stage of listening comprehension. Students will be able to show their comprehension of the language through their body movement, head movements. They will be able to repeat the vocabulary words and short sentences after their teacher.

Students in this stage follow simple instructions in order to participate in age-appropriate classroom activities.

The Standards for the Pre-Kindergarten level:

At this level, students will be able to produce longer sentences. Their comprehension and listening skills are higher than the level before.

Students will ask and answer questions about topics such as family, and school.

Students will share likes and dislikes with each other.

Students will exchange descriptions of people and tangible products of daily life; such as (toys, dress, foods, and animals)

Students will exchange essential information about each other, such as greeting, good speaking words, using appropriate gestures and oral expressions.

The Standards for the Kindergarten level:
At the end of this level, students will acquire a low/medium level of accuracy that will equip them for the elementary level.

Students will be able to speak in a string of sentences, describing pictures and retelling stories.

Students will be able to do the following language functions:

Exchange greetings

Using polite formulas

Identifying objects common to their life (food, drinks, clothes, animals and objects in the classroom and at home).

Expressing possession and association

Talking about themselves and others

Describing pictures and locations

Expressing likes and dislikes
Giving and responding to commands

Asking and answering questions

Identifying colors

Describing an action
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
