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Standards for Qur’anic and Islamic Studies 

At the New Horizon Schools 2007-08
Pre-Kindergarten

The New Horizon Schools incorporate Qur’anic and Islamic Studies as an integral part of the curriculum in order to familiarize the students with the fundamentals of the Islamic tradition and to enhance their understanding of the practical dimensions of their Faith. The approach used is designed to kindle a love for the Creator, an appreciation of the Prophetic example; and to motivate students to be exemplary American Muslims who serve as global ambassadors of excellence with the principles of Islam forming the foundation for their intellectual, emotional and spiritual life.

Qur’anic Studies:

 The Qur’anic Studies program emphasizes understanding of the Qur’an as guidance for the students’ lives. The goal is to enable students to discuss Qur’anic concepts according to their grade level and to think about ways to apply such principles in their lives.  The students will:

1- Study a selection of verses based on theme and grade.

2- Memorize some of these selected verses and various suras of the thirtieth part of the Qur’an.

3- Recite the Qur’an with proper pronunciation (تلاوة)
4- Be able to read the Qur’an according to their grade level (قراءة) 

Upon graduation from the Pre-Kindergarten your child will memorize and understand the assigned suras and ayat in both Arabic and English:

Islamic Studies Program:

Upon graduation from the Pre-Kindergarten, the students should achieve the following specific standards, in an age appropriate manner.
· Be familiar with the concept of God (Allah) and His uniqueness as The Creator

· Know about Prophet Muhammad as the example to be followed

· Know about God’s prophets and books (Adam, Nuh, Ibrahim,)

· Be familiar with the Qur’an as the main source of Islamic teachings

· Be familiar with the basic pillars and acts of worshiping (Shahada, Prayer, Zakat, Fasting, Hajj)

· Be familiar with the why and how of prayer

· Practice some Islamic etiquette (Greeting, Cleanliness, Good speaking habits, Bismillah, Alhamdulillah)

· Identify some essential Islamic values (Responsibility, Honesty, Justice, Courage, Commitment, Respect, Appreciation, Generosity, Kindness, Self-Discipline)

· Recognize and appreciate some Islamic practical teachings (Hard work and doing one’s best, Seeking knowledge, Care for the world around us, Love for parents, Kindness to animals)

· Be familiar with the following Islamic events (Islamic New Year, Ramadan, Lailat ul-Qadr, Eid-ul-Fitr & Eid-ul-Adha, Hajj)
